1. Call to Order:  The meeting was called to order by Dan Wicks at 7:07pm.
2. Welcome & Review and Approval of the 2018 AGM meeting minutes: Dan welcomed everyone and thanked them for attending.  Dan requested a motion to approve the minutes from AGM, March 28, 2018.  Motion by Stacie Vokins; seconded by Kris Boyd.  All in favor, motion carried. 
3. 2018/2019 AGM Report / Season Highlights ( Dan Wicks
I would like to welcome everyone to the 2018/2019 Annual General Meeting. I would like to start off by saying thank you to all of you for coming to this meeting, and another big thank you to all of the Coaches, Managers, Trainers, Players, Parents and Board Members for another successful season. All your hard work and dedication does not go unnoticed.
This past year we registered a total of 249 players. This consisted of 22 Timbits, 32 IP’s, 15 Tykes, 24 Novice, 38 Atoms, 26 Bantams and 50 Midgets. We managed to successfully ice 17 teams. We played a total of 408 games, which resulted in 192 wins, 169 losses, 47 ties and a total of 1,365 goals for us this year. This is an especially proud year for us as our Midget team won the All-Ontario Championship against Six Nations. Also, in our 3C level, Atom Blue won the A Championship and Novice and Peewee both won in the B division.

The home tournament that we hosted this year was wildly successful. We had 22 teams registered, two of which came from Kanata and both have definite plans to return in this upcoming year. Also, a big congratulations to our Atom team who won their division in this tournament.

Spring evaluation skates will run from May 6th until May 11th of this year, and just like last year, the specific dates and times for each age group will be posted on our website. The ice dates for the Midgets will be scheduled in the fall and the specific dates and times will be announced at a later date. This may very well be our last year for partaking in spring tryouts if the OMHA get their way in the upcoming year.

Like every year before it, this year has had its ups and downs.  Other than a mere two complaints about refing at our home tournament, and a few other generalized refing complaints, this was a very successful year overall.  Moving forward from these complaints we need to try and do better. The refs are only human, and make mistakes just like all of us, so the interactions between members and referees need to be better. A good rule of thumb to follow is always the 24 hour rule; so let’s remember 
to give ourselves 24 hours to think before we type, text, or say anything that, while it may feel justified in the moment, could be inappropriate or off-side. 
Moving on to a positive note, the yearend survey that we did this year was very successful. We had 30%-member participation, and the results came back very positive with a lot of very useful feedback and information, so thanks a lot to Tim Brown for that, well done. This is definitely something that we should continue to do annually.

4. Financial Report ( Farrell Garbutt

Farrell Garbutt provided copies of the Financial Report and highlighted main points to all in attendance.  Farrell is projecting a $1700 surplus this year.  City of Kawartha Lakes has confirmed a 2.2% increase in ice rentals, which will translate into approximately $3500 in extra costs next season.
Farrell explained the reason for eliminating the fundraising fee: it is deemed “forced gambling” by the Alcohol and Gaming Commission of Ontario.  The elimination of this income requires an increase in registration fees.

5.3 Updated Team Selection Bylaw

Kris Boyd introduced the updated bylaw, passed on April 10, 2019.  He and Dan Wicks explained the rationale behind it.

Question from a member:  Is not wanting my child to play with a rep team because of coaching style a legitimate reason to ask for a release?  Dan indicated that this was acceptable, so long it is communicated to the coach appropriately.  Dan reminded members that if they have a complaint, it must be put in writing and submitted to any board member for it to be formally reviewed.

Recommendation from a member:  It may be useful to have an area on the website to explain steps that should be taken if a member has a concern.

5.4 AE/3C Tiering

Kris Boyd informed members that if there is sufficient numbers for 3 teams in an age group AND enough talent, AE teams will be formed.  There will be no tiering if two 3C teams are made.

5.5 Preschool/IP

Kevin Boyd highlighted the successes of the Preschool and IP programs and 

applauded Angela West’s efforts.  Preschool and IP will run using the same 

format, with a few tweaks, and possibly at Little Britain.

5.6 Further OMHA Mandated Half-Ice Changes

Kevin Boyd highlighted the upcoming changes to Tyke and Novice.  Tyke will now be called Minor Novice.  All mandated changes will be implemented, as indicated in the “Novice & Below: Implementation Guideline” document available on the website.

5.7 Gate Fees Next Season and Beyond

Dan informed the members that gate fees will remain for next season.  This was decided by VDMHL in January.  However, some centers are pushing hard to have them abolished.  MMHA will use our member’s mandate (58% for; 42% against) to vote FOR gate fees at the next vote.
6. New Business
6.1 2019/2020 Registration Fees
The board agreed upon the following rate increases, based on Farrell’s analysis.  It takes into account the relative amount of ice being used by each group.

Preschool:  $300($325

IP to Atom 3C:  $570($600

Atom Rep and up:  $850($900

The multiplayer discount still applies (3rd and more players are 50% off the 
highest registration rate).

Dan requested a motion to approve the outlined rates.  Motion by Stacie 

Vokins; seconded by Tom McMorrow.  All in favour, none opposed,
 motion carried.
